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City College has three types of employees: Administrators, Professors, and Staff. Professors only teach, but some administrator may teach classes in addition to their administrative duties. For example, a Chair has to teach 2 classes per semester, and a some deans have to teach one class per semester. A staff is a non-administrative and non-teaching employee. Administrators may include Chairs, Deans, Provosts, etc.

The College wants to keep track of the history of all its administrative appointments, including dates of appointment and dates of termination. (HINT: time variant data are at work!). The College is interested to generate time-dependent reports (using SQL, of course) for the administrators such as 
· “How many deans worked in the College of Business between January 1, 1960, and January 1, 2016?
· “Who was the dean of the College of Education in 1990?” etc., etc.

Given that information, create the complete ERD using VISIO that contains all primary keys, foreign keys, and main attributes.
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
