She asks Precious if she was pregnant again at only sixteen years old, but Precious does not respond. Then Mrs. Lichtenstein says, “I will spend you.” Finally in a high pitched angry voice, Precious yells out “I am not doing anything!” The dialogue between these two actors gives a strong sense of each of their perspectives on this situation. However, Mrs. Lichtenstein arranges to have her attend an alternative school which she hopes can help change her life's direction. 
According to Daniels, L.  (2009.). Precious gives birth to her second child and names him Abdul. While at the hospital, she meets John McFadden, (Lenny Kravitz), a nursing assistant who shows kindness to her. Despite the positive improvement, Mary continues to abuse Precious; a situation which causes her to run away from home. As a means of extending her support to Precious the teacher finds assistance for her, and so she begins raising her son in a halfway house while she continues academically with her GED program. The best acting the part of the movie is when Miss Rain transfer Precious from a fearful child to a beautiful intelligence person who has potential to become anything in the society. What this part of the movie is touching because Precious’s was violence at her previous school, and would not buy into what her former school counselor was trying to do to help her change. But now at the new school, one woman help her change completely, and it was significant.  Precious also meets sporadically with a social worker name, Miss Weiss (Mariah Carey), who learns about the incest household when Precious unconsciously conveys it to her. As the social worker, Miss Weiss (Mariah Carey,) tries to offer help to precious in conceiving her to go back home to her old environment, Precious referred the offer and went back to her new teacher Miss Rain for safety and comfort.
