Create	a	new	database.	Give	any	name.

Use	the	CREATE	TABLE	command	to	create	a	table	for	the	PARTS	entity,	with	the	attributes	displayed	
in	tables	1(see	below).		Make	the	“PART_NUM”	attribute	as	a	primary	key.	Make	the	“ON_HAND”	
attribute	as	NOT	NULL.	
	
Use	the	DESC	command	to	check	whether	you	created	the	table	properly.		
	
Exercise	3:	Adding	values	to	tables	in	MySQL	(5	points)	
	
Use	the	INSERT	INTO	command	to	populate	the	table	you	created	in	exercise	2.	Use	the	sample	table	
below	(table	1)	for	the	data	values.

Exercise	4:	Single	table	queries	(5*3	=	15	points)

Using	a	MySQL	query	 list	 the	description	of	 the	parts	 that	were	 in	 the	warehouses	other	
than	3.
