The Four Cultural Dimensions
1. Individualism-Collectivism
This dimension “reflects how members of a society perceive relationships with their immediate groups”.
2. Uncertainty Avoidance
This dimension “pertains to the general attitude toward uncertainty and ambiguity”.
3. Power Distance
This “examines whether unequal distribution of power is a social norm in the society”.

4. Masculinity-Femininity
This “addresses how dominant values in a society reflect the traditional distribution of roles between genders”.
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
