Purpose:

· Apply key terms and concepts from Web Development technology and build a working web site.  
· Introduce yourself to the instructor.
· Establish the expectation for deliverables in this course. 

Resources:

· Review the concepts and ideas from Chapter 16 of the textbook and from the lecture on that chapter. 

· You may use any Web Page editor you choose except Microsoft Word or Wordpad.   Kompozer, Notepad (installed on PC already) or Notepad++ are good options.

· [bookmark: _Hlt458874187]All the required HTML commands you will need are found below and are highlighted in yellow. Examples for most of these commands can be found in the W3Schools HTML Web Tags List. If a command is not found on the Quick List web page, just look for the command in the list of links on the left-side of the Quick List web page. Some commands below have their own links to the W3Schools tutorials. You should use only HTML5 tags for this assignment.  

· Helpful HTML/CSS Hints:

· Example CSS to change a Background color:

     <style>
          body { background-color: grey; }
     </style>

· Try this by pasting the code into the left frame within the <head> tag and selecting Run at this site:  http://www.w3schools.com/html/tryit.asp?filename=tryhtml_default
· Try changing the specified color and repeating the process.


How to make an A or B grade: Simply following step 1-5 below will produce a Satisfactory or C grade lab. To produce an A or B grade web page, you will need to link to an additional web page from index.html (called optional.html), where you may do anything you like to demonstrate B-Very Good or A-Excellent work (see #6 below).

Example Web Page:
Tasks:
1. Create a folder called WebPage. This folder can be placed anywhere you choose on your computer. 

2. Place the following minimal set of HTML 5 tags in a file called index.html:

<!DOCTYPE html>
<html lang="en">
<head>
     <meta charset="UTF-8">
     <title>Page Title</title>
</head>
<body>
     <p>sample text</p>
</body>
</html>

Replace anything in italics above with your specific HTML tags and other information (see below for specifics).

3. Your index.html file should contain at least the following items:


· Place your full name in an h1 header at the center of the top of the page (to center text in HTML5, you can use inline CSS styling: 
[h1 style=”text-align:center;”]

· Below your name in an unordered list [ul]

· in the first bullet place the name by which you like to be called
· in the next bullet your hometown
· in the last bullet your Liberty Email address formatted as a mailto: link

· Below the unordered list place an image which is a picture of yourself

· Specify a background color for the web page (see the hint given at the beginning of this document).

· Finally place a link [a href] to a second page named aboutme.html

4. Place the image file referenced by the index.html file in the WebPage folder.

5. Likewise in the WebPage folder create a second web page, named aboutme.html, that contains at least the following items:
· Set the title of the web page to your name

· Display your name using an h2 tag, cntered, at the top of the page

· Create an h3 heading (not centered,) named Major

· In an ordered list [ol] 
              in bullet # 1 – place your major 
              in bullet # 2 - place the year you plan to graduate 

· Create an h3 heading (not centered,) named Computer Experience

· Within a paragraph [p] write a short description of any experience you have with computers, paid or otherwise

· Create an h3 heading (not centered,) named Calling

· Within a paragraph [p] write a short description of what you feel God is calling you to do after college

· Create an h3 heading (not centered,) named Additional Facts.

· Create an ordered list [ol] of any additional facts you would like to include about yourself (include at least three)
6. If you choose (optional for B-Very Good or A-Excellent grade), link an additional web page from index.html to demonstrate B-Very Good or A-Excellent work.  Call this web page optional.html. An Optional web page would include additional student developed HTML code including but not limited to external links to professional pages like LinkedIn, professional portfolios, etc.


Testing:
1. Take the WebPage folder [containing the three files mentioned above minimum for step 1-5] and place it on another computer. This can be a friends or one in the ILRC.

2. Launch the index.html file in a browser and test that your picture appears, the mailto: link works, and the aboutme.html link works (and optionally the link created for #6 above for B-Very Good or A-Excellent work).


Submission:
1. Make sure all three files in this workshop [index.html, aboutme.html, and your picture file] are located in the WebPage folder (minimum).
2. Zip the WebPage folder as instructed below:
· Select the WebPage folder by clicking on the folder name.
· Move the mouse cursor over the selected folder and right click. 
· On the drop-down menu move the cursor to "Send To". This will open a sub-menu of options. 
· On the "Send To" sub-menu select "Compressed (zipped) Folder". 
3. Submit the zipped file [WebPage.zip] via BlackBoard by the date indicated on the Assignments page. 
Note: If the files are named incorrectly and/or not zipped as directed, the assignment cannot be graded and will be considered late and so penalized.
