Develop a Multimedia Web Site that contains at least five different media/interactivity components, two pages in responsive design, and at least one HTML5 video component adapted for Smart Phone.
INTRODUCTION / PURPOSE
This is the final project that displays your skills in design, media development, and coding that you have developed.
YOUR TASK:
Complete your multimedia Web site. It must:
1. Meet vision of your business plan.
2. Be appropriate to the color theory, design principles, and usability principles we have studied this semester
3. Contain at least five different kinds of media/interactivity (images, HTML5 video, audio, slideshows, animation, accordion widgets, form). You can use images you have found/purchased/licensed from other sources, as long as you give credit, but you must develop your own video, slideshows, and/or animation.
4. Present at least two pages in which the images, navigation, and video are designed and appropriate for both the traditional Web browser and a 320 x 480 Smart Phone screen size. Bonus points will be give to those who make their entire sites "responsive."
5. Be styled with external CSS.
Would we prefer that you have the entire site in responsive design with all pages and media appropriate to all browsers and all screen sizes? Of course we would. But we know how difficult that is under the best of circumstances. And this is something we've added here in the final few days of the class. So for the purposes of this assignment and this class, it will be enough that you demonstrate responsive design on two pages of your site. We would prefer those pages to be the landing page and one other, but you can choose--just as long as the pages contain at least one image and one HTML5 video.
