1) Please refer to this PPT file[image: IMG_256][image: IMG_257] to help you with your presentation. This is a very simple 8-slide deck that indicates what needs to be covered. Feel free to use this PPT (but you need to embellish this with more visuals). You may use any type of presentation platform (G slides, Prezi, Slate, PPT, etc). 
· Do not overcrowd the slide with text
· Use the 6x6 rule (no more than 6 lines on the slide and no more than 6 words per sentence)
· If you have tons of notes, type these into the note window at the bottom of the slide (it will say "Click to add notes")
· Do not use fonts smaller than 24pt for your slide text
· Do include your resources (citations)
· Remember to make your presentation visually attractive!!
· Instead of texts, use graphs, charts, maps, images, etc.
2) Upload your files or links to your files onto Canvas by 5pm on Dec 8th. We should be ready to go when class starts. No need to bring a device. Everyone will present from my laptop.
3) We will determine the order of presentation by drawing lots at the start of the class. We will do this promptly at 6.05pm.
