For this project, just create a test plan for your page that contains the form. NOTE: This test plan is not the same as the usability test. It is in addition to it.
· Screen shot of the home page in IE, Chrome and Firefox showing that the site was tested in these browsers

· Output from CSS Validator showing that the code has no errors 

· Output from XHTML Validator for every html page showing no errors 

· Clean output from an accessibility test (ex.: http://wave.webaim.org, achecker.ca) for every html page
· Results from usability tests
· Use three people
· Ask each three questions
· Provide results in a Word table
· Note the changes you made as a result of this testing
Documentation (extension of Ch 10) (2 points):
Create user documentation for the page that contains a form. Think about the kind of written instruction you would want to effectively use your page. This should contain a good level of detail so it serves experienced as well as non-experienced Web users.
