[bookmark: _GoBack]Midas Touch Pte Ltd provides 3D printing services. Its main customers are manufacturers who would like a 3D prototype of their inventions for testing before they decide to apply for registration as a patent to protect their inventions. Midas Touch Pte Ltd’s business picked up and the managing director, Walter Tan, had rented a unit in All-Rent Corporation to be near to the customers. The 1-year tenancy agreement included the following clause 13 in which the landlord, All-Rent Corporation, “shall in every way keep the premises in good repair”. Business picked up for Midas Touch Pte Ld after it shifted into the new unit. Walter Tan ordered a new 3D printer and installed it in a specially designed room to cater to the growing business. On the beginning of the fifth month of the tenancy, a large chunk of concrete broke off from the ceiling in the specially designed room. No-one from Midas Touch Pte Ltd was hurt in the incident which occurred at 2 am. The chunk of concrete landed on the new 3D printer and severely damaged it. Walter Tan reported the incident to All-Rent Corporation. Several other units in the building also had large chunks of concrete which broke off from the ceiling. All-Rent Corporation immediately shut down the entire building for inspection by its structural engineers. Walter Tan had to close the office and cancel 2 contracts worth $10,000. Walter Tan is extremely upset as All-Rent Corporation could not confirm when the inspection would be completed even after 3 weeks.
a) Explain the meaning and effect of the classification of the terms of a contract. 
(15 marks)
b) On the assumption that All-Rent Corporation has breached the tenancy agreement with Midas Touch Pte Ltd, advise Walter Tan whether Midas Touch Pte Ltd can terminate the tenancy agreement having regard to the nature of clause 13 and claim the loss of $10,000.00. 
(25 marks)
c) Would your answer be different if a small chunk of concrete broke off damaging the table and only minor repairs to the ceiling was required? 
(5 marks)
In your answer to part (b) discuss the LEGAL PRINCIPLES in relation to the above case study, APPLY the legal principles to the facts to reach a CONCLUSION.
