When discussing Romance with nature, Wordsworth says “And then my heart with pleasure fills, and dances with the daffodils.” When discussing Romance with nature, Wordsworth says “And then my heart with pleasure fills, and dances with the daffodils.” John Muir and William Wordsworth, were able to express their relationships with nature in their poem and essay, by providing personification and description, to not only add interest to the poem and essay but also to create a visual atmosphere for the reader.  

John Muir is a brilliant author who’s essay is great because of the constant use of description. One example is when Muir said “…I found beautiful Calypso on the mossy bank of a stream, growing not in the ground but on a bed of yellow mosses in which its small white bulb had found a soft nest and from which its one leaf and one flower sprung.” In this sentence, Muir is describing Calypso. He made the sentence more interesting by adding description. Because of this, we have a better idea of what Calypso looked like. Muir is able to do a great job of describing nature and relating it to romance. Another example of Description in his essays is “Hunger and weariness vanished, and only after the sun was low in the west I splashed on through the swamp, strong and exhilarated as if never more to feel any mortal care. Muir is no longer describing an object, but he is describing his emotions. What the author is trying to achieve is for the reader to feel what he was feeling.

William Wordsworth is referring to Daffodils. However, everyone knows that daffodils can’t actually dance, so in that way Wordsworth is using a metaphor to explain how they looked. This is also a great example of how nature can be liked with romance. Another example of personification use in Wordsworth poem is “Tossing their heads in a sprightly dance.” Here, Wordsworth is talking about stars in the night sky. It is very interesting for the audience to read this since stars can’t dance and therefore we need to use our imagination to see what the author really meant. In this case the stars were possibly twinkling. 
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
