Is Okonkwo heroic?

Okonkwo was well known throughout nine villages he was know as the great wrestler because he threw Amalinze the cat. His masculinity was described as “He was tall and huge, and his bushy eyebrows and wide nose gave him a very severe look. He breathed heavily, and it was said that, when he slept, his wives and children in their houses could hear him breathe. When he walked, his heels hardly touched the ground and he seemed to walk on springs, as if he was going to pounce on somebody.” but Okonkwo came from a father who “was lazy and improvident and was quite incapable of thinking about tomorrow.” (Achebe) When he died he owed many debts, scared of blood, poor, and could not support his wife and kids. Okonkwo was still able to be prosperous for he owned a large compound and had three wives. His daughter was killed in Mbaino, an ultimatum was given to Mbaino, war or young man and a virgin. They choose the second option so the Igbo community of Umuofia were given a virgin and a man named Ikemefuna who stayed in Okonkwo’s household. For he never knew why he was taken to Umuofia, let alone his father was the one who killed Okonkwo’s daughter. Throughout the story Okonkwo has shown many outburst on anger and beats his wives and Ikemefuna. It is his way of being a “man” and showing no weakness. After three years of staying with Okonkwo, Ikemefuna has become part of the family. “He was like an elder brother to Nwoye, and from the very first seemed to have kindled a new fire in the younger boy.” (Achebe) The reason why Okonkwo soon liked Ikemefuna was because he felt his son Nwoye was becoming a man, thanks to him. Ogbuefi Ezeudu, the oldest man in Umuofia, says to Okonkwo “"That boy calls you father. Do not bear a hand in his death." Yet Okonkwo  decides to kill Ikemefuna anyways in order not to appear weak. Ezeudu dies and at his funeral his soon was killed by Okonkwo. “Okonkwo's gun had exploded and a piece of iron had pierced the boy's heart.” (Achebe) Okonkwo and his family must be exiled from Umuofia for seven years. The family moves to Okonkwo's mother's native village, Mbanta. A few years have passed and Christian missionaries have built a church in Umuofia and have recruited converts including Okonkwo son Nwoye, who later leaves home because he was beaten from his father for believing in the christian missionaries. Soon the christian missionaries made their way to Mbanta. Speaking about a true god. The missionaries ask the leaders to build a church but are given part of the evil forest. But to the leaders surprise they were able to build their church and the villagers begin to believe the missionaries word of god. Time passes and Okonkwo can return to Umuofia, he quickly notices that Umuofia been changed by the christian missionaries and in every way Okonkwo is displeased. He refers to Umuofia as “woman” or “weak.”  The head of the new church was James  Smith who had no tolerance with the clans customs. At a sacred ceremony Enoch one of the christian missionaries unmasked egwugwu, which led to the clan burning down the church. When the district commissioner returns he reminds the leaders that his government promote peace, so the leaders are ten put in jail but are treated badly. After paying their fines they were released. While Okonkwo set up a meeting to stop the  missionaries, he kills one of the messengers that were sent to stop the meeting. The commissioner comes to try to Okonkwo but he then finds his body hung. 

The christian missionaries changed the Igbo people by making them into civilized people by promoting peace.
