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Cat’s cradle is a novel that is developed from a strong thesis to show or to narrate about the failure of science. Vonnegut used some jokes as the way to illustrate that the narrow spotlight of science to be uneven to the real temperament of life. Some of the jokes when Dr. Asa Breed address the graduates at Ilium High School and requests the graduates to get vocation in science because “science is going to realize the essential clandestine of life someday” (chapter 11 pg. 24)
Based on the recent occurring over the world, Vonnegut was right about the failure of science. Most of the research conducted in most of the science lab are basically to help solve a problem or to prevent something terrible from destroying the lives of other people. However, some of the experiment and research bring the outcome that is lethal to the people. Instead of the scientist concentrating on the main aim of the research, they start concentrating on the part that can harm other people. Ironically, the research on how a certain chemical can be used to manufacture a given weapon is generously funded by greedy people so that they can acquire power over the other people. This is a clear indication of a failure of science. The invention of atomic boom which is one of the deadliest weapons originated from a science research with resulted in the discovering of an atom. 

According to Vonnegut the ordinary hope of the nineteenth and twentieth century that   science would set aside the world was demolished in this lampoon on the letdown of science which was basically represented by the atomic bomb the scientist revealed the atom only to utilize it to as a weapon to demolish life. When the first atomic boom was tested New Hoenikker stated that science has now known sin. This basically meant science had reached is a point where it is mostly an unethical body of comprehension that ends ups in the hands of the rude and greedy.
Scientists are represented basically by the character of Felix Hoenikker which was an illustration of brilliant in one side. For instance, Felix’s lab was full of different toy that was there to give him ideas for various experiments that would be helpful to human beings.  Anytime he got bored working on the atomic bomb he would start studying turtles but unfortunately, the other scientist took away his turtles and provided him with the things that will only help him continue working on the bomb. This was a clear indication that the scientist was not concerned about other people or the terrible results that would be caused by the atomic bomb.

Therefore, Vonnegut was right about most of the science experiment changed from helping people to discovering the way to harm people. This is the role of a scientist as required by the community or a nation. Scientific experiments have led to use of weapons such as nuclear weapon which is very effective in the mass destruction of both properties and human beings. (Turnbull et al., 2009) Such incidence has reduced the level of development in many countries because instead of the scientist researching things such as new types of medicine of new ways to cure upcoming diseases, they are busy working on experiments to build a massive weapon to destroy people. This indicates that many countries are poor due to spending so many resources on experiments to develop a weapon instead of researching on helpful things such as medicine and a way to engineer drought-resistant crops.
 The scientist is highly overrated in according to the opinion of the narrator. Emily Hoenikker was deceived to marrying Felix with the thought he was a modern holy man whose mind had been tuned to music there was, the music star (chapter 34 pg. 69) Felix was awarded the noble prize and termed the most important men in the history of mankind.  However, the sad part is that the same man discovered “that seed of doom called ice-nine”. 
Ice-nine was a deadly weapon which froze human beings to death once ingested directly or indirectly into the body.  Awarding Felix a prize despite his discovery was an indication that people did not care about the lives of the other human being. It, therefore, shows that Vonnegut was right that science has failed to fulfill its purpose. The main purpose of science should be to improve the living standards of people and also to help people to live a healthy life but not to help in the destruction of their lives. (Liberko et al., 2004). If the entire scientist could focus all their concentration and resources to helping people rather than in making weapons, the world would be a peaceful place with healthy people living without worries of dangerous weapons.
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
