According to John Lott in Los Angeles Times, he provides a date that conducted from 200 cases between 14-81 defenders. “Nearly 70% of defendants who invoked the law were set free. Defendants were significantly more likely to prevail if the victim was black, and the defense worked even in cases in which deadly force was used against unarmed victims by people who developed a "reasonable fear" for their life and safety only after provoking the victim”.
