1 The higher home selling price
This spring the homes sales price jumped 9 percent and the homes for sale plunged jumped13 percent. Also, the median price for home sold was $273,000, up 7.5 percent year over year. The lack of supply of existing homes for sale benefits the homebuilders. Mortgage applications to purchase a newly built home in March were up 6.7 percent compared with a year ago. However,. loan application size for a newly built home was unchanged, which may indicate builders are trying to keep prices down in order to get more buyers in the door.

2- jobless claims total 234,000 vs 245,000 estimate
The Americans number filing for unemployment benefits unexpectedly fell in march. Unemployment benefits slipped 1,000 to a seasonally adjusted 234,000 for the week ended April 8. The labor market is near full employment, with the unemployment rate close to a 10-year low of 4.5 percent. The low level of claims suggests that a sharp slowdown in job growth in March was an aberration and that the labor market continues to tighten. The number of people still receiving benefits after an initial week of aid dropped 7,000 to 2.03 million in the week ended April 1.

3- Renters are staying put
The nation's homeownership rate dropped to a record low in 2016 from a record high in 2004. The home sales improve, first-time buyers are still missing out on much of the recovery. Some renters are staying put by necessity and some by choice. The number of renters who said they don't know when they expect to move rose to 37 percent in March compared with 30 percent in a survey conducted last September. most Americans want to own a home someday, fewer people can afford it. Home sales are rising, but so is the number of investors buying homes to flip or rent. That is only making it harder for those who want to buy and live in their home to be able to find and afford to do just that.

4- US import prices fell 0.2% in March
U.S. import prices drop in seven months, the Labor Department said on Wednesday import prices fell 0.2 percent last month. The drop-in import prices is unlikely to be related with oil prices. Prices for imported petroleum fell 3.6 percent last month, the biggest drop since August, after increasing 1.3 percent in February. Imported consumer goods prices excluding automobiles fell 0.2 percent last month after gaining 0.3 percent in February. Agricultural prices rose 5.3 percent in the 12 months to March, the largest increase since June 2013.

5- Job openings in US hit seven-month high in February as hiring slips
Job openings increased 118,000 spots to a seasonally adjusted 5.7 million. The jobs openings rate to 3.8 percent after it held steady at 3.7 percent for four consecutive months. Hiring slipped to 5.3 million in February from 5.4 million in January. And the hiring rate dipped to 3.6 percent from 3.7 percent the prior month. The unemployment rate sitting at a near 10-year low of 4.5 percent.

6- Vacation home sales plunged in 2016, as prices hit highest level in a decade
people in the US choose to rent rather than buy their beach and mountain homes. Sales of vacation homes drooped nearly 22 percent in 2016 to the lowest level in three years. Vacation home sales tanked last year as demand outstripped the supply of available homes. The median price of a vacation home sold in 2016 was $200,000, up 4.2 percent compared with 2015 and the highest median price since 2006. This year vacation homeowners planning to rent their homes out this year compared to last year.

7- US heading for recession after 2 years of unsustainable growth
The work force growing to 0.5 percent and productivity’s at 1 percent so it can’t reach these 3-4 percent growth targets. The Federal Reserve Bank of New York said that GDP growth targets 3 percent or more are unobtainable given current productivity and employment rates in the U.S. The Federal Reserve trying to grow the U.S. economy by increasing the interest rates.


8- Increased inflation in the United States
The rate of inflation has slightly increased leading to drop of the economy. Many investors have not invested much in various sectors within the economy. The small number of investor’s only yields a few products hence make them susceptible to increased interest rates. This has led to the little supply of goods hence increased the price over the previous months.
9- Corporate bonds 
The number of retirees has increased. Since they are less economically productive, they are now investing in corporate bonds. Though the corporate bonds are riskier than the government bonds, they are more profitable. Over the previous months, since 2017 started, a lot of retirees have now moved towards investing in these bonds. This has resulted to increased living styles of people hence economic growth.
10- Go broad
There has been a lot of investors moving from the country and going to invest in other nations. This has led to decreased levels of economic growth. The investors benefit the countries which they locate their business. The economies in our nation have been deteriorating day in day out with the few investors who invest in our nation.
