1.  Provide a listing of courses being offered.  Include course identification, course name, section identification, term identification and maximum enrollment.

select uc_course.course_id, course_name, c_sec_id, term_id, max_enrl
FROM uc_course, uc_course_section
WHERE uc_course_section.course_id = uc_course.course_id 

2. For situation in # 1,  only display the courses if the course meets on Monday/Wednesday/Friday

select uc_course.course_id, course_name, c_sec_id, term_id, max_enrl
FROM uc_course, uc_course_section
WHERE uc_course_section.course_id = uc_course.course_id 
and c_sec_day = 'MWF'


3.  Display the grades sorted by term include student identification, student last name, term identification, course identification and section identification (c_sec_id) and grade.  Do not select if no grade exists.

select uc_student.s_id, s_last, course_id, uc_enrollment.c_sec_id, grade
FROM uc_student, uc_course_section, uc_enrollment
WHERE uc_student.s_id = uc_enrollment.s_id AND
uc_enrollment.c_sec_id = uc_course_section.c_sec_id
AND grade IS NOT NULL

4. Display the number of sections that each faculty teaches.  Display facutly identification,  faculty last name and number of course sections.


select uc_faculty.f_id, f_last, COUNT(*) as NumSections 
FROM uc_faculty, uc_course_section
WHERE uc_faculty.f_id = uc_course_section.f_id
GROUP BY uc_faculty.f_id, f_last


5. Display student id and student entire name formatted ‘Smith, James’ with the labels ‘S#’ and ‘Name’

select s_id AS S#, s_last+', '+s_first AS Name 
FROM uc_student
