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You are required to write a simple C++ or Java program that adheres to the following:

Program Specifications
Your program plays a game as follows (called the numbers’ game):
1. Prompt the user for a 3 digit number, where the first and the last digit must differ by at least 2.
2. Print out the user number and its reverse.
3. Print out the difference between the entered number and the reversed number. This should always be a positive number.
4. Print the reverse of the difference.
5. Print the sum of the difference and the reversed difference. It should be 1089 for any 3 digit number.

The program should validate the data and if incorrect then asks the user to try again. If three consecutive errors occurs, the program terminates with an appropriate message.
