Your paper must aiso
include a multi-level and Sequential Intercept Mapping framework of criminal justice or
juvenile justice strategies (i.e. community-based. law enforcement/pre-booking, post-
booking/court models and post-sentencing/reentry and probation). In your White Paper
you may want to include:

= Community and/or school-based models which are trauma-informed, public
health and prevention focused.

= Recommendations as to innovative community oriented policingto address
violence through procedural justice and specialized law enforcement and/or

5) At least one special population or a specific problem (i.e. domestic violence) from a
trauma-informed perspective. Special populations may include: juveniles/ at-risk
youth, women, persons with mental illness and co-occurring disorders, veterans, trans-
gender/LGBT. older Americans, rural populations, or Native Americans).
