This week travel to either a Target or Walmart (or any retailer that offers identical store brand products for men and women) and engage in some price comparison research. Here is what you need to do:
I. Find at least 10 store brand items that are offered in women's and men's versions. Personal hygiene is the best place to look.
II. Be sure that the items are identical...for example, Wal-Mart has store brand shampoo for  men and women that are identical in ingredients and the label is identical except for the color. Compare the price for the men's version with the cost of the women's version.
III. Do this for all 10 of your items. So, you should created a table that shows the item, the price for women, the price for men and the difference between them...see below. Be sure to note which gender pays more.
IV. Finally, show the average difference in cost between the two genders...who pays more on average?
V. Most importantly...Why? I want you to develop a theory (explanation) for why you are seeing a difference in cost.  Is this just marketing? Is it sexist? What are the mechanisms at work....are marketing people playing on stereotypes or gender roles or both? How can retailers  justify these differences? How could you (we) change this?
Feel free to add anything else you feel is connected to this issue.
