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Research problem: The main research problem, in this case, is what makes firefighters be more exposed to cancer and measures being taken to deal with the problem. The primary goal is to determine if being a firefighter actually increases the risk they have of getting cancer.  
Research report: The study has been assessed and has been established that I can be undertaken with access to the different fire stations. The resources used in this process have to be well planned and suited for the different things that they may be facing at any one point. Research method: To undertake the research, I intend to use questionnaires. These are questions that can be printed on papers or supplied to respondents through emails. This is very effective because it will help me cover a lot of topics and at the same time, the responders will remain unknown, and this increases the number of respondents to the research (Matthews and Kostelis, 2011). 
Research design: The participants in my research I intend to be firefighters as well as the different managers in the fire stations. These are the people that have direct contact with firefighters who may have been victims of cancer. They are also well experienced in the environments that firefighters find themselves in. the instruments, in this case, would be papers as well as the emails to the respondents. The questionnaires will be sent to the respondents either through the mail, and they will be expected to answer the questions by ticking on the papers and then send the documents back to the interviewees. I will also send the questions by email to as many respondents as necessary and then expect them to answer and get back to the researcher. This is an important aspect that will ensure that I can get the information I need while at the same time maintaining anonymity. 
Success of my research design 
The research design that is used in this case is likely to be successful mainly because of several reasons. First, the researcher will get the questions to the respondents without having to get to them physically. Logistics are very important when it comes to research. This is because the flow of information has to be done well for it to reach all the respondents that were targeted. It is clear that when they are able to get the questions, they will respond to the question in time and this gives the person involved a quick response (Berger and Moulin, 2016). It is also clear that the questionnaire also takes a little time to respond to and this will allow more respondents to respond and give answers to the questions.
