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Using the lesson format discussed in class, you are required to plan three, consecutive 60
minute lessons for a class of 30 students in a year level of your choice (Years 2-6). Lesson
objectives need to be relevant to content descriptions from the Number and Algebra strand of
the Australian Curriculum. Your assignment should begin with a brief outline describing the
focus of the lesson sequence and where it may fit into a program of work.

Each lesson plan should include the following:

e Relevant lesson objectives linked to the Australian Curriculum

e Key question(s)

e A detailed series of lesson steps indicating the sequence of activities and the
time allocated, including an introduction and closure,

e All worksheets, handouts etc. that will be used during the lesson.

At least one main activity must come from your textbook or from First Steps.

Word count: eauivalent of 1600 words
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Presentation requirements: No more than two documents are to be submitted, lesson plans
(in a word or pdf document) and one (combined) appendix.

Criteria for marking:

Objectives are well thought out and linked to AC (10 marks)

Main activities are appropriate and are student focused (10 marks)
Introductions are engaging and launch the main activities (10 marks)
Closures reinforce the lesson objectives (10 marks)
