Assignment 1: World View Chart Writing Assignment

Due Week 10 and worth 235 points
This assignment uses the information you have gathered for your weekly World View Chart Assignments.
Write a three to five (3-5) page paper in which you:

    Select one (1) category from the completed World View Chart. Provide a rationale for choosing this category.   INTRODUCTION
Your first act will be to choose which of the 8 categories, found in the World View Chart that you would like to make the topic of this paper.  Any one of the categories will do, but remember that you cannot choose more than one.  Once you have made your choice… Explain why you made this choice.  Did it appeal to you more than the others?  Was it the category you understood best?  Do you find it to be the most important or most practical category by which to choose a religion?  The choice itself does not matter, but your explanation needs to be logical and thoughtful.

    Describe the selected content and explain the significance of the selected category across the religions studied.  BODY OF PAPER
This should be the largest segment of your paper.  Selecting a category and providing a rationale should be considered your introduction to the paper.  The example of how this category has impacted the social structure in which you live can be considered your summation.  And you can conclude the paper with a final thought or two on the importance of this category for civilization.  But the largest portion of this paper should deal with this description and explanation about the category you have chosen and the teaching that various religions share about it.  So…   
Provide your reader with a clear, concise, and critically thought out description of the category and its meaning.  For example… if you have chosen the category, “The Origin of All Things,” help your reader understands that this is not about the origin or the history of each religion, but reflects the teachings of each religion with respect to how the reality in which we live came to exist.  These are their “stories” of how the universe came to be.   

Then explain how this category is important to each of the religions we have studied.  This does not mean you need to provide a separate paragraph for each religion.  I would suggest that you first identify which religions share similar teachings and then discuss the importance of this teaching to their view of reality as we know it.  If some of the religions do not speak to this category, note that, and offer reasons why they do not.   I will warn you that the rubric clearly gives more credit to those papers that incorporate all the religions we have discussed.
    Provide one (1) specific example of how the selected category is manifested in your social environment.  SUMMARY & CONCLUSION
Share with your reader how you have experienced this teaching in your life.  It could be a personal experience, or it could be an example of how you have seen others involved in a meaningful way.  For example… some religions teach that human nature is basically evil, while others teach that human nature is basically good, while even others suggest that human nature is neither evil nor good.  How might these viewpoints affect the way your social environment is structured?  How might these viewpoints affect the way people treat one another on a daily basis?

    Use at least three (3) quality resources as references for the assignment and document your sources using APA Style for in-text citations and references. Note: Wikipedia and similar Websites do not qualify as quality resources.

This should be self-explanatory, if you have specific questions, please ask them through the Ask the Professor link in BB.  This will allow everyone to have access to the information.
    Write clearly and coherently using correct grammar, punctuation, spelling, and mechanics.

This should be self-explanatory as well.  Use all the tools BB and Strayer University offer to you before you submit the assignment.  With all the tools available to you, there should not be any problems in these areas.

Your assignment must:

    Be typed, double spaced, using Times New Roman font (size 12), with one-inch margins on all sides; citations and references must follow APA or school-specific format. Check with your professor for any additional instructions.

    Include a cover page containing the title of the assignment, the student’s name, the professor’s name, the course title, and the date. The cover page and the reference page are not included in the required assignment page length.
