Match the following conventions with their descriptions. Write the letter of the description before the correct term.
Indicates that the condition is not part of the coded condition and may be coded at the same time.
Used to direct the coder to the correct codes and the sequence of codes for conditions that may be preset with each other
Enclose synonyms, alternative wording, or explanatory phrases
Used after an incomplete term that needs one or more of the modifiers in order to make the condition assignable to a given category
Not otherwise specified
Enclose supplementary words (nonessential modifiers)
Indicates that the code should NOT BE ASSIGNED at the same time as the code above 
Not elsewhere classifiable
Assigned to identify the disease as one
Instructs that two codes may be required to fully describe a condition 
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
