I feel that Ashford has prepared me to deliver almost any project my future employers gives me. Ashford has taught me great Research methods and in-depth critical thinking skills which employers across many fields seek out in candidates. I have become more vocal of a person and have been able to have more meaningful conversations with my adult friends about topics I never thought possible. Applying my entire education towards my daily life has been a very rewarding and positive factor. I have achieved more respect from colleagues, my children are very proud of me and that is the exact type of example I want to be leading by for them.

Since beginning and now coming to an end of my degree my communication skills have become stronger and my writing abilities have improved.
