Instructions for Week Six
[bookmark: _GoBack]The only assignment this week is the final research project. The project is due Sunday, June 18 by 11:59 pm.   If you posted a rough draft last week for my review, you should have received my feedback via email.  If you did not receive feedback on the draft and you submitted it last week, please let me know.  Unfortunately, since we are in the home stretch, I will not be able to review drafts that were not submitted last week.  
Please review the rubric to make sure you are providing what is required for the best grade possible on the research project.  Remember, the research project is eight to 15 pages, and five to eight academic research sources are required.  
Create a Successful Research Project 
· NOTE:  All papers/projects will be submitted to a Plagiarism Checker – do not plagiarize.  The Plagiarism Checker will highlight any areas that are not your own words and it will reveal EXACTLY where the information came from – so again, do not plagiarize. Administration will be notified if you do.  
· To avoid plagiarism, use the HFC library sources to support your paper.  You may also use Google Scholar.  
· Insert in-text citations and place citations on reference page or works cited page in MLA or APA format  
· Majority of the project should be written as 80-85% your voice and 20-25% research only, so you are well within the guidelines. 
· Add a couple of graphics or charts to complement your message and to make the document user friendly and visually appealing.  
· Efficiently produce information and ideas your readers want and need
· Employ techniques for each method that are required to establish your readers’ confidence in your results and your abilities as a researcher
Common Errors Noted on Drafts
· Personal Pronouns:  Do not use of personal pronouns in first and second person.  Remove the personal pronouns referring to we, I, you, our, etc. and convert them to third person pronouns.  For more information about personal pronouns and their usage, see the Purdue OWL website
· Do not use contractions in college writing, such as doesn’t or can’t, etc.  Change them to does not or cannot, etc. h only, so you are well within the guidelines. 
· References cited were not placed in the correct format for MLA.  If you still have a copy of Easy Writer or some other English reference, please consult how to format the reference page OR use any of the citation sites, such as Citation Machine or EasyBib.    
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
