Wan, Xuemei. “Kate Chopin’s View on Death and Freedom in The Story of an Hour.” English Language Teaching 2.4 (2009): 167-170.
           In this journal, Wan takes a look into the perspective of death and freedom as depicted by Louise in this story. When Louise learns about the death of her husband in the plane crash, she is devastated at first because she cannot imagine how she would live without her husband to support her. After a while, she goes to her room and after a lot of contemplating, she realizes that she is free to live as she pleases and do as she pleases. This realization gives her a new sense of freedom. As she walks down the stairs to rejoin her sister, she is said to have had the grace and of an angel. Then Mr. Mallard walks in, oblivious of anything and the sudden loss of the new found freedom becomes too overwhelming for her. She collapses and dies. This resource creates a distinct engagement in the differences between death and freedom. According to the resource, the only way Mrs. Mallard could be free was through the death of her husband. Seeing him alive was too much to handle. The resource helps us understand better what happened so that we can be able to deduce whether Mrs. Mallard died of happiness or grief of loss of new found freedom.
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
