
The Natural Law Party
	
“With the goal of ‘bringing the light of science into politics’, the Natural Law Party emerged on the political scene in 1992. (Citation here) The Natural Law Party was founded and introduced in the April of 1992 who began growing rapidly in members and supporters, taking a more scientific view on politics. This newer party is well-known for its upcoming, political influences, political contributions, political achievements and ideological spectrum.
[bookmark: _GoBack]First off, the background and upcoming of this group is essential knowledge for what and why this party was formed. The group was once again formed in 1992, usually full of businessmen and lawyers in hopes of addressing issues that were being ignored by the government due to more “special interests”. CITE “…knew that field-tested solutions to America’s problems already existed but were being ignored by government, due primarily to the pervasive influence of the special interests.” CITE It was created by a dozen educators, businessmen and lawyers at the time and eventually grew in popularity quickly, CITE “…the Party quickly qualified for the ballot in 32 states, fielded 128 candidates.” CITE Though on April 30th, 2004, the party dissolved and disbanded as a national party.
Secondly, the Natural Law Party’s developments and influences grew and gained lots of recognition. The Natural Law Party has based many of their ideas off teachings of an influential being, CITE “Using the teachings of Maharishi Mahesh Yogi, founder of the transcendental meditation movement in the 20th century, the party focuses on the politics of change as well as certain religious values associated with the movement.” CITE CITE. The Natural Law Party uses their ideals off religious values and moral beliefs. They also believe, the answer to all problems is through education, that money should be spent on education to teach and educate students about solutions. (Amelia, Ariel, Shukran 2015) CITE For example, CITE ““The party offers a proactive alternative to the current health care system, a system that party candidates call "disease care." CITE Using their beliefs, they created bonds and influence with other countries and parties all over, CITE “Dr. Geoffrey Clements gave a brilliant report on the growing political influence and acceptance of the Natural Law Party in the United Kingdom.” CITE
Next off, there is their political writings and contributions that have defined the group greatly as a party. For example, CITE The Natural Law Party built powerful coalitions with other national organizations to promote its programs nationwide.” CITE They used these programs to inform the public about preventative health care, they united all third parties to promote election reform and even supported the establishing prevention coalition within the U.S. They also began to inform the education about genetically engineered foods for the health and safety of the people in 1999. Around 2001, the party continued to their Natural Law Independent Coalition to demand reforms for education, health, trade and more. CITE “According to many scholars, 90% of the key ideas that have shaped our democracy, such as the abolition of slavery and a woman’s right to vote, came from third parties.” CITE Many of the key ideas have been suggested and even created by some of these third parties such as the Natural Law Party. 
 Also, there is the party’s political achievements that create and make the recognition of the group. When the group was first made in 1992, they created history as soon as they put up their ballots, CITE “…became the first party in history (after the Republicans and Democrats) to be granted “national party” status by the Federal Election Commission and to have its presidential candidate, Dr. John Hagelin, qualify for federal matching funds.” CITE Many of the people began to sign petitions to put the Natural Law Party on their ballots, showing how much they support these party’s ideas, becoming incredibly popular breaking records. They began to introduce ideas to the legislation, CITE “…worked on Capitol Hill to introduce language into health care legislation that would support funding for proven prevention-oriented health care programs—language that received strong support from the leadership of both the Republican and Democratic parties.” CITE Their [Natural Law Party] ideas were extremely popular and supported by the people, their beliefs common among the common classes. Along with focusing on the people’s beliefs, they also aimed at world peace by reaching out to other countries through same ideas and influence. 
Next off, the ideological spectrum of the Natural Law Party is far left, almost anarchists, wanting no leaders.  CITE Babkir (2015) stated that the Natural Law Party are placed as left-centrists on the political spectrum.” CITE For example, they want to keep abortion legal but reduce them by education, or to reduce crime, educate students. CITE Similarly, “On some key issues, the party is clearly on the liberal side of the spectrum (Spangler 1996).” CITE They also believe in meditation, that it reduces stress, which causes crime. Basically, they want to keep education available to everyone which then focuses on problems in the government, in hopes of reducing problems. Consequently, according to Spangler (1996), “On other issues, the party would seem conservative.” The party favors lower taxes and wants to return balance to decision-making by the individuals. Another example that represents their ideological spectrum would be guns laws, that they don’t think people should be armed but should be worried if the people feel they need guns to feel protected. There is also the idea of foreign policy where the party believes that their knowledge should be exported ideas to help advance and make their countries more self-sufficient. 
In conclusion, the Natural Law Party was created in 1992, made many achievements and created its own mark in history. The party was created between a small group of men who wanted to address problems that were ignored by the government due to “special interests”. They gained lots of popularity over that time due to their political influence, achievements and their ideological spectrum. 
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
