This Proposal is meant to address the Formal Paper 2 Prompt toward the top of this page. Please review the paper 2 proposal model thesis as well below, so that you don't make the same mistakes that some student in the past have made.
Introduction Recommendations

Your intro should initially grab our attention and set up the context for the issue under discussion. Your intro should do the following:
 1) Grab our attention with a personal anecdote, a provocative question, statistics, surprising facts, etc.

 2) Provide some context for the issue. Why should anyone care about this issue? Your reader is not going to know anything about the readers you will cover, so you need to provide some context.

3) Transition into your thesis.


 Your thesis and intro are meant to be a roadmap for the entire paper

Part 2. Select one quote from Ramos's story, "Way of the Machete." You are to create a body paragraph, in which you use the quote sandwich technique we have covered in class.

Even though, you will be quoting Ramos's story for this assignment, I have provided a sample paragraph using a quote from Adichie written by a student. You will be quoting Adichie at some point in the draft and final version of your paper, however. Sample of embedding a quote, aka quote sandwich from another class on another topic. Take note of the APA citation style.


Men and women are often not held to the same kinds of standards of sexuality. For example, in the US we seem unable to recognize a friendship between a man and a woman, there always has to be something more to it. I have seen this scenario replayed throughout my 21 years of existence. Whether it involves a protective boyfriend who is not willing to allow his girlfriend to have a friendship with another male, or a mother whom thinks there is more to her daughter’s so-called friendship with a longtime male friend; the debate is always ongoing. This topic is brought to light within the story My Mother, the Crazy African by Chimamanda Ngozi Adichie. The story follows the life of Lin who has immigrated with her family to the United States from Nigeria. She longs to live the “American dream” and she exhibits this desire in how she speaks, acts, and more specifically her relationships. Lin’s newest interest is in a boy named Matt with whom she attends school. When he comes over to study, one thing leads to another and he becomes intimately aggressive with Lin. Once the mother finds out she threatens her daughter with a hot pepper that would essentially be used to punish her for being promiscuous. Her mother exclaimed, “Do you see this pepper, do you see it? This is what they do to girls who are promiscuous, this is what they do to girls who do not use their brains” (Chimamanda, 2014, p. 26). If one takes a minute to contemplate what just occurred, you would find how the girl is to be punished but the boy gets away with it. A woman is considered a "whore" but somehow the male is often praised for all of his sexual conquests. 


*Note the underlined topic sentence. Notice the introduction of the quote with the author's last name followed by the year. There is also an introductory tag that the authors explained or has explained something. In APA style, the quotation can never be on its own; it needs to be introduced with this sort of tag. Note also the page number at the end. The period goes after the parentheses, except in a select few situations. The quote can also be introduced and cited using the other ways I've shown in the week 3 coursework folder. I separated all the different parts of the in-text citation so that you can see what every in-text citation should have.
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
