· He became leader of the movement in 1955 after Rosa Parks started the bus boycott.  

· In December of 1956, the Supreme Court banned racial segregation on public transportation due to the bus boycott.  
· African Americans continued to be oppressed, so King asked them to remain nonviolent in their protests.

· “By that time, he was already a Baptist minister, a husband, and a father” (“Civil Rights Leader Martin Luther King Jr. Was Born”).
· “In 1957, a mob of 1,000 townspeople in Little Rock, Arkansas, tried to prevent black students from remaining at a recently integrated school. President Dwight Eisenhower sent in paratroopers and 10,000 National Guardsmen” (“The Civil Rights Movement”).
· “In 1963, King participated in the March on Washington for Jobs and Freedom. From the steps of the Lincoln Memorial, he delivered his famous "I Have A Dream" speech to a crowd of 250,000” (“Civil Rights Leader Martin Luther King Jr. Was Born”).  
· What do you want to paraphrase (be sure to highlight that, too)? 
· “As King took to the pulpit and to the streets, another catalyst for racial justice, Thurgood Marshall, was introducing sweeping changes in the courtroom. The two played major roles in the campaign for affirmative action and for the Civil Rights Act of 1964. The legislation bars discrimination in employment on the basis of race, color, religion, sex, or national origin. Many significant changes in the basic rules of the workplace in the 20th century resulted from the grass-roots movement” (“The Civil Rights Movement”).  

· “It emphasized King's belief that the movement would create a society in which character, rather than color, prevailed. For his efforts, Martin Luther King was awarded the Nobel Peace Prize in 1964. Tragically, King was assassinated in 1968, but his ideals live on and his words continue to inspire” (“Civil Rights Leader Martin Luther King Jr. Was Born”).

Topic Sentence:  Martin Luther King, Jr. was the renowned leader of the Civil Rights movement.
Support:   
· As “Civil Rights Leader Martin Luther King Jr. Was Born” suggests, Martin Luther King, Jr.’s efforts did not go unappreciated.  Most educated adults have heard at least some of his “I Have a Dream” speech.
· In the article “The Civil Rights Movement”, an important quote by Martin Luther King, Jr. is mentioned and that is "I refuse to accept the view that mankind is so tragically bound to the starless midnight of racism and war that the bright daybreak of peace and brotherhood can never become a reality."   

· The “Civil Rights Movement” contends that “Dr. Martin Luther King Jr. was speaking passionately for the rights of poor, disadvantaged, and racially oppressed people.”    

· “Even in jail, King continued preaching this message. He was arrested while protesting in Alabama to desegregate lunch counters” (“Civil Rights Leader Martin Luther King Jr. Was Born”).       

· “Tragically, King was assassinated in 1968, but his ideals live on and his words continue to inspire” (“Civil Rights Leader Martin Luther King Jr. Was Born”).

· Because of the previous advances, 1966 made it easier for African Americans in the southern United States

· “King uses the term “race” in several distinctly different ways.  It as a southern segregationist meaning, a northern liberal meaning, a black meaning, and so on” (Sunnemark).   

· “The right to work became a central movement demand by 1963.  Birmingham protesters demanded jobs for black clerks as well as desegregated lunch counters” (Jackson).  
· “The identity given to the black people of America through slavery, segregation, and more subtle forms of oppression is central for King from the start of his public career” (Sunnemark).

· What do you want to paraphrase (be sure to highlight that, too)?  

· “The demand to end segregation becomes a demand for the entire South to assimilate into mainstream America.  This rhetorical strategy has one pitfall that becomes extremely apparent after 1965.  In using language that subordinates racial identity to ethnic identity, the concept of an integrated society becomes confused with the concept of an assimilated society.  After the laws were passed that “let African Americans in” to mainstream society, it became clear that just stepping over that “warm threshold” that King spoke of was not enough.  It quickly became apparent that where one was positioned within the mainstream was almost as important as being allowed to be part of it” (Sunnemark).

· “Though King spoke of phases of the struggle, he also understood that civil rights and economic rights were interdependent.  During the Montgomery Bus Boycott in 1956, King declared the “right to protest for right” to be the most basic of American rights.  But the rights of petition and assembly proved to be inseparable from the rights of work and eat” (Jackson).  

· “King lent his strong voice in celebration of the “determination by poor people of all colors” to win their human rights.  But an assassin’s bullet cut him down in Memphis.  Stunned by King’s assassination and the riots and repression that followed, the city administration capitulated and accepted public employee unionism” (Jackson).

Topic Sentence:  Even though Martin Luther King, Jr. was one of many people who wanted the end to racial segregation, he was the main person to put his foot forward and let his views be heard.  
Support:   

· King’s stage presence and his courage helped African Americans become more equal in a segregated society (Sunnemark).
· King made it clear that African Americans did not only need to have equal rights, but they also needed to be higher up in society.  What good are rights if the race is still looked down upon (Sunnemark) ? 

· The “right to protest for right” was important, but eating and work conditions were vastly more important (Jackson).
· “‘To be poor and Negro in America is to be powerless, governed by police, housing authorities, welfare departments, without rights and redress,’ King told Congress” (Jackson).  

· Unfortunately, Martin Luther King, Jr. was assassinated in 1968, but his legacy will continue to enrich the world (Jackson).

· Even though African Americans were no longer slaves after the Civil War of 1865, they were at somewhat of a stand-still because their rights were still seriously limited (Austin).

· “In August 1963 thousands of African Americans and whites gathered for the March on Washington. It was peaceful with no arrests” (Simkins).

· “On January 20, 2014, Americans use the national holiday to recognize the efforts of the civil rights leader, Rev. Martin Luther King” (Simkins).

· “The American Civil Rights Movement in the late 1950s and 1960s represents a pivotal event in world history” (Austin).
· “Led by King, millions of blacks took to the streets for peaceful protests as well as acts of civil disobedience and economic boycotts in what some leaders describe as America's second civil war” (Simkins).

·  “In August 1963 thousands of African Americans and whites gathered for the March on Washington. It was peaceful with no arrests” (Simkins).

· An example of violence:  “In 1955, Reverend George Lee, vice president of the Regional Council of Negro Leadership and NAACP worker, was shot in the face and killed for urging blacks in the Mississippi Delta to vote. Although eyewitnesses saw a carload of whites drive by and shoot into Lee's automobile, the authorities failed to charge anyone. Governor Hugh White refused requests to send investigators to Belzoni, Mississippi, where the murder occurred” (Austin).  

·  “A major factor in the success of the movement was the strategy of protesting for equal rights without using violence. Civil rights leader Rev. Martin Luther King championed this approach as an alternative to armed uprising. King's non-violent movement was inspired by the teachings of Indian leader Mahatma Gandhi” (Simkins).  

· “But just weeks after the March on Washington, tragedy struck in Birmingham when a bomb exploded at the 16th Street Baptist Church during Sunday school classes. Four young girls were killed and 23 others injured. It was an awful blow for Dr. King and the civil rights movement” (Simkins).

Topic Sentence:  The non-violent resistance movement led by Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. went down in history for its effectiveness as opposed to violence.  
Support:   

· African Americans felt as though their rights were at a stand-still ever since the Civil War of 1865 (Austin). 

· Unfortunately, even during the non-violent protesting, violence was being enacted on African Americans and/or people who supported the advancement of African Americans (Austin).
· King got the idea of using non-violent techniques from Mahatma Gandhi, a historical Indian leader.   

· The “March on Washington” occurred in August of 1963 and it made a wonderful impact with no arrests being made (Simkins).    

· Even after such a moving event, a bomb went off in Birmingham only a couple weeks after the “March on Washington” where many innocent people were lost and/or injured.
