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Bisignani and Brizee (2011), contributors to the Purdue Online Writing Lab (OWL), explain in very clear terms why writing an annotated bibliography can be very beneficial for the researcher.  Included also is a detailed explanation of how to write an annotated bibliography.  That information cannot be provided in this document, but you may access all information by going to the Purdue OWL website through the following direct link: http://owl.english.purdue.edu/owl/resource/614/01/
For this assignment each annotated bibliography entry should follow the basic outline provided below to be sure you address the required content areas.  The Purdue OWL example provides a partial depiction of the intended format.  The actual content to be addressed in this assignment and similar assignments throughout the course, however, differs somewhat from that shown on the Purdue OWL website.  Use the detailed outline below.
The following is an example outline of an annotated bibliography entry for a selected article obtained through the OCLS database.  Your actual reference should be cited using proper APA formatting and as a form of header above the three paragraphs (see example that follows). The first paragraph serves as a summary of the article, the second paragraph is an application of the article to the workplace and/or profession of HR management (as especially related to strategic compensation practices), and the third paragraph is a reflection of the relevance of the article to you and your interests.

Paragraph 1:
Summarize the article.  Name and define the topic(s).  Identify key points made in the article.
Paragraph 2:
Explain why this topic is relevant to human resource management, especially strategic compensation.  Make the  connections:  a) correlate the topic to one or more of the chapter outcomes, and (b) identify any new or reinforced  concepts that tie to or integrate with the textbook(s) or other sources used in this course or prior courses.  State the  implications of the topic or topics from a Christian worldview (be sure to include connection to actual Scripture).
Paragraph 3:
Provide your analysis and opinion of the topic.  What areas of address in the article are capable of immediate application, either personally or professionally?  Identify areas of agreement or disagreement?  What was your favorite quote?  What new term(s) may be added to your growing lexicon?  Identify questions for future inquiry.  What topic(s) or resource lead(s) did the article provide for which you have further interest in researching (e.g., a;referenced article, website, film, YouTube clip, or book)?
Note: Annotated bibliography entries are written in block paragraph form using single spacing, as is illustrated in the Purdue OWL example.  The reason is that it provides a condensed reference format for ease of reference at a later date.  When writing your annotated bibliography entry, do not include the paragraph designations: Paragraph 1, Paragraph 2, Paragraph 3.  These were used above to better illustrate the required format for the bibliographies.  Bibliographies make use of paraphrasing.  The only actual direct quote that should be included in your annotation is the one used to describe your favorite quote as indicated in the Paragraph 3 description above.  The following Purdue OWL website provides useful information about the importance of paraphrasing, the six steps to achieve effective paraphrasing, and examples: http://owl.english.purdue.edu/owl/resource/563/02/
