Course Paper Guidelines
Follow these guidelines in preparing your course paper.
The general topic of the course paper will be “The Great Recession of 2008”. There are many dimensions to the Great Recession. Read below and specify an objective of your paper that is related to the Great Recession of 2008.
Your paper must be at least 8 pages long, double-spaced. There is no upper limit.
Organize your paper with the following five sections:
1. Introduction and objective
2. Review of Literature
3. Analysis
4. Summary and Conclusions
5. References
In Section 1, define a recession and describe how it is different from a depression. At the outset, let me emphasize that verbatim reproduction of definitions/descriptions or analysis is plagiarism. There is a wealth of materials on this subject on the Internet and in many scholarly books and journals. Read these articles or review a book or two and introduce the subject. In this section, you will specify exactly what your paper is on. There are many dimensions to the Great Recession. Describing part of the existing literature will not make a paper. You may write on a specific issue of the Great Recession. For example, you may specify your objective as the impact of the Great Recession on the economic growth of the U.S., or the impact of the Great Recession on the Big Three Auto Industry and how Ford Sayed ahead of the other two, or you may analyze the housing market prior to 2007 and how it led to the domino effect resulting in the Great Recession. You may also find other topics of interest and specify your objective accordingly.
In Section 2, provide a review of literature on the exact topic of your paper. Here you will quote references from the Internet, and from scholarly books and journals. Use APA format. Review the following link to conform your paper to APA format

Your paper must contain at least 6 references including at least two from scholarly books or journals.
In Section 3, provide an analysis of your selected topic. Data driven papers lend to better analyses.
[bookmark: _GoBack]In Section 4, provide a brief summary of what you analyzed in relation to the objective of your paper followed by your conclusion. The logical question one can ask after reading your paper, what is there to learn? Make sure the reader is satisfied there was something new on the subject of your paper.
