 1: Child labor denies children their freedom and dignity. This is because most child labor situations are exploitative and affect children negatively. 

 2: Child labor denies children an opportunity to be children thus limiting their childhood and capabilities. Sometimes children involved in child labor don’t even get a chance to play and enjoy the childhood experiences.

 	3: Child labor can lead to more dangers to children such as child trafficking, slavery and 	prostitution.
	4. Child labor subjects children under harsh working conditions with minimum or no payment 	that can be a health hazard to the involved children.
	Arguments that oppose the thesis statement and support child labor are as shown below;
	1: Child labor helps children to become independent, mature and learn to be productive at a 	tender age.
	Children subjected to child labor are able to figure out a way to be noticeably profitable, 	autonomous, as well as mature. Regardless of the fact that children can also gain these traits by 	attending school and being taught, starting to give children experience and first hand feel of 	things at an early age through child labor helps those who cannot be able to attend school due to 	poverty thus no financial means to settle school fees and other school requirements. Again, 	working even at an early age benefits the work in one or more ways. A good example is of 	children working in a mine. 	Apart from learning how to mine, they also earn some cash to 	support themselves and their 	families 	as well. By learning to earn from a tender age, 	children involved in child labor 	learn to be 	dependent 	and to take care of their 	needs.
 	2: Child labor is a means to earn livelihood and income to families living under poverty and it contributes to the survival of such families.
	Working children contribute greatly to the survival of numerous families mostly in underprivileged nations. Various families are compelled to subject their kids to work and to gain cash just to sustain their basic needs like food. Kids are sometimes forced to quit in order to work thus earn a livelihood. According to the International Labor Organization leader of the Philippines; Lawrence Jeff Johnson, "we need to get to the base of child labor which is connected with neediness and absence of good and beneficial work" (Tubeza, 2012). Insolvency is a real cause of child labor and one of the various motives that are behind existence of child labor. 
	3: Creating laws against child labor can lead to boycotts which can cause more harm than good to the children involved.
	This is another motivation that one could use to argue in support of child labor. Following presentation of Child Labor Deterrence Act,- which disallows the importation of items that have been created through child labor, and included common and criminal punishments for violator- in the United States, the UNICEF articulated that an anticipated 50,000 youngsters lost their employments in the portion of garments industry in Bangladesh, and were pretty much forced to take risky occupations, such as, prostitution, stone-pulverizing plus road hustling, which proved to be more exploitative than the earlier jobs in the clothing industry (Child labor pros and cons, n.d.)
 Refutation of the counter-arguments
In spite of the certainties that child labor helps kids to be mature, independent and productive; that it is fundamental for the survival of numerous families; and that the regulations passed by the administration prohibiting child labor may lead to boycotts with more perilous results than good ones child labor is unfair as denies children of their childhood, capabilities and their poise.
Conclusion
Child labor is a controversial subject in our society and although most people agree it is perilous and inhumane, studies show that today there are as yet a huge number of kids that are constrained into child labor. There are for the most part several reasons that imply that child labor must be eradicated. Their employments can go from to working in a production line, to being utilized for military purposes, to being mishandled and sexually insulted for the advantage of others; despite the fact that these kids are being utilized to enable guardians and families to gain cash and bolster the family, they are hurt and are attempted to death.
