We are turning our attention to Chapter 4 and some topics contained in it. The assignment for this chapter is:
· I have picked out some videos from Youtube that discuss the results, and some of the technology, from NASA’s latest Mars rover, the Curiosity. The primary video, which is about 1½ hours long, is a JPL (Jet Propulsion Laboratory) talk, from January, 2014, titled “Curiosity’s First year on Mars.” It basically discusses the scientific results obtained so far (as of 2014) by the rover Curiosity as it makes its way up Mount Sharp on the Martian surface.
