· According to the reporter Isaac Finn, “As temperatures drop, overcrowded New York City shelters [were] forced to turn away [the] homeless” (Finn).     

· “The city’s Department of Homeless Services declared Code Blue emergencies every night last week. During such emergencies, homeless shelters are required to accept anyone who asks for help during the day, but most are unable to provide beds for those who show up” (Finn).
· Even though it is mandated for the homeless shelters to let needy citizens in, the citizens are still not necessarily happy about this.  One citizen, Daniel, explains how uncomfortable this can be by saying “‘They should have a program where shelter is supplied to the homeless, not where we are sitting on chairs crowded on top of each other’” (Finn).  
· These shelters are mandated to allow the homeless in, but they are not required to provide the homeless beds (Finn).  
· “Last Thursday, New York City Rescue Mission housed 140 people—double its usual capacity—and was forced to lay out mats on the chapel floor and place chairs in the corridors” (Finn). 
· Because of overcrowding, people can become violent.  Evidence of this is that a man was murdered in a homeless shelter in April, and “Five other people have been killed this year in New York City’s overcrowded homeless shelter system, which is pursuing efforts to reduce violence and improve conditions” (Mele).

· “Nearly 450,000 students were enrolled in overcrowded buildings, defined as those at greater than 102.5 percent capacity, in the 2012-13 school year, the most recent covered by the report from the agency, the Independent Budget Office” (Baker).     

· “‘By refusing to reduce class sizes, the city is depriving students and also violating its obligations under the law,’ Lecker said. ‘They’re jeopardizing students’ education’” (Chapman and Colangelo). 

· Elementary school-aged children are “bearing the brunt of the overcrowding” (Chapman and Colangelo) that is occurring in public schools.  
· Overcrowding has a particularly negative effect on these younger children since the high amount of students makes the children more vulnerable to having problems with paying attention (Chapman and Colangelo).
· One of the reasons for overcrowding is the occurrence of co-location, which is putting more than one school into the same building.  The amount of teachers has been declining, as well (Baker).     

· Leonie Haimson said that “more than 330,000 students were in classes of 30 or more last year” (Baker).  Thirty is the optimum classroom size.

Topic sentence:  The third big indicator of the overcrowding in New York City is the overcrowding that occurs in prisons.

· A lot of people are put in jail in New York City in order to wait for their trials.  “‘Money bail is a problem because—as the system currently operates in New York—some people are being detained based on the size of their bank account, not the risk they pose,” Mr. de Blasio said in a statement’” (Davis O’ Brien and Hackman).  A lot of these people have not committed violent crimes, but they just can’t afford the cost of bail.
· When it comes to overcrowding in prisons, “the conditions of overcrowding in the prison/detention facility had a direct and negative impact on the inmates’ health and well-being” (Roux-Kemp).   

· “The World Medical Association unequivocally states that prisoners are entitled to the same health rights as other people and that the relationship between a prisoner-patient and his/her doctor is governed by the same ethical principles” (Roux-Kemp).   

· The city of New York should not infringe on the prisoners’ health rights and they should be the same as anyone’s health rights (Roux-Kemp).   

· “New York City officials said about 14% of defendants—45,000 people each year—who go through city courts are held on bail at arraignment. Many end up in jail awaiting court appearances, even on misdemeanor charges” (Davis O’Brien and Hackman).     

· Crimes that are only misdemeanors should not be treated as seriously as felonies or violent crimes.  The people who are detained for only misdemeanors are taking up unnecessary space in the prisons in New York City.  A lot of this space can be opened up for those who have committed more violent and serious crimes  (Davis O’Brien and Hackman).
· “The city’s new program is in part a response to concerns about the large number of inmates in custody with mental-health issues, many of whom, officials said, don’t belong in jail” (Davis O’Brien and Hackman).  The prisoners who have severe mental health issues, such as depression, will only get further into their mental health issues when they are in prison.      

· Prisoners may have made mistakes, but they are still human and should be treated as such (Roux-Kemp).
