Notes from Bibliography
Good start to the introduction and thesis but with suggestions for improvement. Consider using citations as evidence to support facts to make your thesis strong and credible!  Definitions must be supported by citation evidence.
Introduction: Remember to address "how the topic clearly relates to one's academic and professional pursuits;" also, needed in the final project which most students forget.
Well done bibliography. **But consider gathering statistics to use in the final project to give a sense of urgency and make persuasive arguments.
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
