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Should minors who commit violent crimes be tried as adults?
A minor is an individual who is under the age of full legal responsibility. Violent crimes refer to those crimes that entail forcible rape, murder and nonnegligent manslaughter, aggravated assault and robbery. It’s defined as those crimes that entail force or threat of using force. The numbers of minors who engage in violent crimes have increased significantly for the past few years. However, these minors are tried in juvenile courts and receive shortened sentences and then later released and given new identities (Kruh, Frick, Clements, 2005). These criminals are given second chances while their victims are left in agony and suffer forever. They walk freely in the streets while their victims live in fear and in stigma, and in many cases they may commit additional crimes. I selected this topic because it’s a controversial issue that needs to be addressed since it affects the society at large. The audience for this topic includes; parents, victims, juvenile rights advocates, the legal and justice systems, human rights activists, government and non-governmental bodies, the federal government and the society at large. For these reasons, minors who commit violent crimes should be tried as adults (Grisso, 2013). 
Should laws governing nursing homes be changed?
A nursing home refers to a place for individuals who do not need to be in hospitals but cannot stay at home. Most nursing homes have medical care providers and/or nurses who provide speech, physical and/or occupational therapy (Zimmerman, Shier, Saliba 2014). There are laws and regulations that govern nursing homes. These laws known as the Nursing Home Reform Act were enacted by the congress to protect nursing homes from neglect and abuse. However, these laws are not efficient and effective enough to protect and ensure safety of the residents. The accountability aspect of the law is not fully addressed. The reason why I chose this topic is because there have been numerous cases of neglect in nursing homes in the recent past and most of these homes only pay a small fine and continue with their operations as usual. Therefore since this is an important issue affecting the society at large, it needs to be addressed. The audience for this topic includes; the federal government, nursing homes, health service providers like nurses, the legal and justice system stakeholders and the society at large. In this case therefore, the laws governing nursing homes should be changed so as to address the stated issues (Dellefield, et al 2015).
Should rules requiring all members of a jury to agree for conviction be changed?
The jurors have the responsibility of deciding whether the defendant is guilty of the crimes charged or not.  The federal court system requires that all jury members must reach a unanimous verdict in the criminal or civil trial (Diamond, Rose, Murphy, 2012). The United States criminal or civil jury is required to reach a unanimous verdict. If the jury fails to agree, the court will rule the trial as a mistrial. The jury unanimity rule is the heart of the justice and jury systems. This rule is an assurance to the public that there will be no conviction if there is an existence of reasonable doubts. I chose this topic because it’s a major issue that affects the public as far as justice in court systems is concerned. The audience for this topic includes; the legal and justice system stakeholders, the federal government, jury consultants and the general public (Horn, et al 2013. For these reasons therefore, the rules requiring members of a jury to agree for conviction should not be changed.  
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
