· Kids have different tools that help the student, for example, Water Ford. This and also the iPad helps the student with reading or mathematics.
· They also have what call intervention is. A paraprofessional takes the student who needs more support and provides tutoring in small groups. 
•    Some of the students have speech therapy this can help them to communicate better and at the same time improve the writing and reading.

· First, you need a bachelor in education after that you will need to spend time Special Education Credential program that will cover coursework you need to complete to earn your specialty

· Working with the paraprofessional and speech therapy is the key to make sure the kids will learn as much they can during the school year. Most of the student with ADHD, ADD or learning disability can improve so much that a couple of years later may be able to discontinue the extra support.
