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I had the great opportunity to do my hours in the same school as my children attend. For the past three years, they attend Pride Elementary School located in Deltona, Florida.
Although the school staff was familiar to me, I can not deny how nervous I felt the first day I went into Ms. Mara kindergarten classroom. But little by little I was feeling comfortable to the point that at the end of my hours I did not want to leave. The teacher and the student made me feel very comfortable, and the experience was unforgettable.
Pride Elementary School have a total of 567 students of that amount 44 students from ELL, 8 students from ELL and ESE and 52 students from ESOL. All my practice I did it at Pride Elementary School with students from kindergarten I will share my observation on that particular grade. For example; 
What accommodation or assistant provide in the classroom and school for ESE, ELL and ESOL students?
·  ESE student teachers must follow the accommodations that are listed on a student's IEP (Individual Education Plan). Some of the accommodations may include the test items other than reading may be read aloud to students, let students retake tests and give credit for improvement, allow extra time for assignments, pair student with a peer as a role model allowing assistance to accomplish tasks, use visual/oral/hands on method, testing in a small group. 
· ESE and ELL student the school receive extra intervention time where they are given additional instruction in either reading, math or both.  This is done in a small group with an ESE teacher. Some kids receive occupational therapy and/or speech or language therapy. The school also have vision specialists that will visit the school a few days a week if a student is visually impaired.
· ESOL student n the classroom they use lots of visuals, props, bilingual dictionaries, we allow students to dictate answers if they have a hard time writing it. Test items other than reading can be read aloud. Tests can be retaken and credit can be given for improvement. Also, ESOL students are graded based upon their English language proficiency. Depending on the students' language test scores they may or may not qualify for small group reading instruction with the ESOL teacher.
What teaching strategies did the you observe the teacher that you felt helped all students learn?

Ms. Mara divides her student in centers which mean they work on different areas for 20 minutes. They have the center map that covers 4 days of the week with the different activities they have to do and change it every 20 minutes. Some of the activities can be reading, puzzles, iPad, words games and fill the blank.
 I had the opportunity to experience this intervention section and is incredible how the student responds better on a small group than the whole classroom. They receive support with mathematics, grammar, and reading.
This experience was unique. Have the opportunity to observe face to face as it is to have a group of students and the responsibility it entails helped me to realize how difficult but at the same time is a very rewarding job be a teacher.
From this experience, I learned how important is to have a lesson plan and follow it during the day or the week. This will help the teacher to keep track of what the students are learning and where they need extra help.
Conclusion

I have learned many different fundamentals teaching components throughout my observation experience. But that is not all. Also, I found out about the different student helps provided by the school like the ESE, ELL, and ESOL. I had read about this early in this course book " Introduction to Teaching: Becoming a Professional" on Chapter Three " Helping Diverse Learner Success in Today Classroom." In that chapter, the author spoke about the Ability Grouping.
About the bullying, I learned Pride Elementary School have zero tolerance on that subject. They even have a t-shirt with the slogan "Kind is the new Cool." In our textbook on chapter Four "Changes in American Society: Their Influences on Today's School." I understand why is so important to keep on track with the curriculum. "This is a strongly influenced by the development and characteristics of the students." Chapter Seven "The organization of America Schools." Also the Early Child Hood programs. This program accommodates differences in children's developed.
Last but not least chapter 11 " Creating Productive Learning Environments." This section shows the essential human elements of productive learning environments like; caring, personal teaching efficacy, positive expectations, and communicating caring. 

I can tell you all of this Ms. Mara did apply to her student she was the teacher of the year for 2013-2014.  I can not be happier for the opportunity to be in her classroom and share with all the students.
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
