Students are expected to select a family policy on a local, state, or federal level. After selecting a policy, students will review the relevant literature to identify the political, social, historical trends that have lead to the enactment of and/ or have affected the policy. Students should include the different views on the policy and what implications the policy has on families. Students may include their own reaction based on readings, and when appropriate, their personal experiences and/or values. (5-7 pages)
