3. Bar pressing is the only behavior in Sniffy’s repertoire that involves interaction with a device (the bar). What is the importance of that? (10pts)

4. Bar pressing is the only behavior that must be performed in close proximity to the hopper into which the magazine drops food pellets. Is that important? (10pts)

5. Bar pressing can be repeated rapidly. For which other behaviors is that true? What factors limit the frequency with which other behaviors can be performed? (10pts)
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6. Get creative!  Train Sniffy to perform a behavior not within the manual.  Explain the new behavior, how you trained him, what hurdles you had to overcome, and the duration of Sniffy’s progress.
