Survey of Personality Course Paper
For the course paper, I would like you to explore personality theory as it applies to a specific individual and explain the individual using 2 different theories of personality. I would like for you to first provide a description of the character. You are free to provide the description in whatever manner you wish, but at a minimum, your description should include the name of the character, the source (what book, tv show, movie, etc. the character comes from), and information that provides a good sense of the character’s personality.  This information can include typical behaviors, common responses (i.e. “catch phrases”), and example situations that illustrate personality characteristics (e.g. discuss an episode or part of movie/book that is a good illustration of how the character acts). 
Next, you will choose two different theoretical perspectives. For each perspective, you will provide information about how the theory would describe your character. You can take one or more of the tests below and/or provide other information that could be used to inform how the theory would describe your character. You may have to use some imagination (e.g. imagine how friends, family, etc. of character would describe your character, how your character would perform on objective tests), but I would like you to tell me what type of data you used (L, O, T, and/or S) for each theory and summarize what that data says about your character.
Finally, I would like you to compare and contrast how well each theory captured the character’s personality. In this analysis, include which aspects each theory performed well in describing your character and in which aspects the theories did not perform as well. Be sure to also state whether you think one theory outperformed the other in capturing the character’s personality. 
You should be able to complete the main aspects of the assignment in 3-5 double spaced pages (not including references or other non-content pages). If you need more pages to complete the assignment, you are certainly free, but the paper should at least be 3 pages. Please use 12 point font and 1” margins. You will submit the paper to the Assignments tab on the course page by midnight on 12/12. Be careful about the file type in which you save the paper. File formats that are accepted are: .doc, .docx, .rtf, and .pdf. Although .odt may work, I would prefer one of the other formats. Please do not send your assignment in .pages format since I do not have an Apple computer to open the file. 
If you need to provide references for the paper, I prefer that you format these references in APA style. A good resource for formatting in APA style is:

You must cite any material that you obtain for a source other than your brain. Your grade will not be affected for minor errors in APA style as long as it appears that you tried to follow the basics of formatting in APA style.
