“In 2014, a record 60.6 million people, lived with multiple generations under one roof, according to a new Pew Research Center analysis of census data.” (Cohn and Passel, 2016) Nowadays, various people have a wide range of opinions about this type of living arrangement, which refers to a living arrangement that several generations live in the same household. A number of people choosing to live in this kind of living arrangement because of saving money, strengthening bonds between family members. However, multiple generations living in the same household has disadvantages over the relationships of family members and children’s education.
Initially, multiple generations living in the same household always detrimentally influence relationships of family members. This influence is caused by manifest generation gap. For example, in a Chinese family, the old who are frugal likes to switch off ornate lights, because they want to save electricity. However, their children and grandchildren are willing to keep them open, because they think that the meaning of ornate lights is keeping open. Therefore, it is easier for them to quarrel in daily life due to negligible things ranging from the ways of hanging the clothes to the arrangements of furniture. On account of quarreling frequently, deep estrangement will be produced between the family members. Additionally, it is obvious that lifestyle also is a critical reason. Because of their total different lifestyles, they also have more conflicts, such as the schedule about sleeping time or exercising. 
What is more, because children’s education will be impacted adversely, multiple generations should not live in the same household. At first, it is old people’s lifestyle that will disturb children’s study. In China, a great many old people have a habit of watching CCTV one every day at seven o’ clock in the evening. However, most children are doing their homework when the old are ready to switch on TV. What is worse, because the old’s hearing wane, they have to turn up the volume. Therefore, children are easily distracted from their study. Furthermore, a small of naughty children choose to sneak out of their rooms and hide behind the sofas to watch TV. Consequently, when children’s parents find and catch what children are doing, their parents also blame for grandparents. Secondly, grandparents sometimes like to spoil their grandchildren. When children’s parents are lessoning them，grandparents are more likely to protect their grandchildren and then blame for their children. However, it is not beneficial for children’s education, because it is hard for them to reflect their wrong behaviors and construct right values.
Although a part of individuals deem that multiple generations living in the same household is beneficial for family to spend quality time together and strength their bonds and, this idea can be solved through other ways. If individuals want to be close with each other, young people can choose to live nearby with the old. Hence, it is more convenient for them to communicate with each other and take care of the elderly. What is more, young people and their children can visit their grandparents and live there one night. These effective ways do not only avoid the conflicts when they live in the same household, but these ways also promote and strengthen their relationships.
