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Kate Keifer, in her article,” Do Students Lose More than They Gain in Online Writing Classes?” discusses an important issue of whether web-based educational platforms are of any benefit to students. Keifer addresses numerous inadequacies of online learning, specifically to the writing subject. According to Keifer, online learning happen to be a popular trend, however, it is a faulty system. She uncovers problems from the tenured instructor standpoint, such problematic as well as indecisive support software and the ethical and time restrictions experienced by most online students. In addition, such courses have a high level of dispassion as a result of their impersonal nature: bother between student and student as well as between student and teacher. Personally, I feel that much is lost to all the detachment harbored by this online education platform. I agree with most of Keifer’s contributions in this article. Though I have taken online classes since it was necessary, I belief it would be more beneficial to have a face to face class.     
For many reasons, various questions arise about how beneficial online learning is. Among the reasons the system is doubted id the ration of teacher to student. According to Keifer, teacher of writing emphasize that students effective learn writing when they are able to create as well as respond to particular language settings in small student groups (Keifer, 2007). Reasonably, a professor will offer more attention if the class has fewer students. Critique and direction are vital while learning to write effectively’ in the absence to provide such on the basis of an individual then there is a possibility of failure. Educators are bound to be satisfied within their profession if give the time as well as ability to work together and guide student toward success. With the online format, particularly in a subject as complex as writing, the level of complexity increases exponentially with increase in students in attendance.  
Any writing assignment is easily confusing for students especially with instructions generalized to suit all students. According to Keifer, students are stuck in their limited writing understanding (Keifer, 2007). In addition, she argues that online classes frequently fail students mainly because all interactions happen to be textual.  In the online setting, there appears to be way too much lost in translation. Teachers do a lot to reach each student individually in a class, something that draws a clear line between normal face to face classes and online classes.  
Online learning is gaining way too much consideration within the society. Keifer says that “economic and political realities are pushing more students into online learning” (Keifer, 2007). Direct connection between students and teachers is lost as governments, learning institutions, as well as other sources encourage online learning. Online learning is new and appears to be improved and as a result, it has blinded the society. 

Great intentions exist behind online learning, on the other hand, there are multitudes of fundamental issue that prevent its success. I agree with Keifer regarding the absence of function in most of the available software, the disconnection between teachers and students, and the disproportion between the size of class and teacher coverage. I as well agree with her idea that a lot of confusion amongst students is evident in the online learning system.   
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
