Entering the Conversation Worksheet: SYNTHESIS 
Synthesis (2-3 pages)

The Synthesis essay builds off the skills students developed during the Summary and Analysis portion of this assignment. Synthesis, by definition and for the purpose of this class, is combining of ideas to form/support a theory. To simplify and place in the context of this course, synthesis is when you use information from two or more sources to support a point. 

TEXTS: “The Yellow Wallpaper” and the scholarly article. It is recommended that you re-read these two texts.
 

PROMPT CHOICES: Select one of the follow OR respond to the essay in your own unique way. 
                    1. How does the story present a conflict between creativity and rationality? 
                    2. In what ways does the story address issues of control and gender roles within society? 

ESSAY: Make a claim that respond to the prompt. In 2-3 pages, support this discussion with examples from EACH text in EACH paragraph—this is where synthesis occurs! NOTE: The format for the Synthesis Essay will follow the structure of a typical essay: Introduction, body paragraphs, conclusion, Works Cited page. 
1) What is the topic you will write about (think analysis & argument vs. a description/summary of the short story)? 

2) List the major specific arguments in this topic:

3) Split paper into FOUR (4) columns: MAIN POINT, SHORT STORY, SCHOLARLY ARTICLE, and MEANING. Read the following directions carefully: 
· Underneath Main Point, describe each main point in 2-3 sentences. This should explain what you intend to argue in that specific paragraph. NOTE: When you are done, you will have 2-3 main points listed under this column.
· Provide a minimum of TWO EXAMPLES/PIECES OF EVIDENCE WITH CITATION for EACH MAIN POINT under the Short Story column. Interpret the quote & explain what they mean.
· Provide a minimum TWO QUOTES under the Scholarly Article column. Interpret the quote and explain what they mean.

· Finally, under the Meaning column, explain in 2-3 sentences how your evidence links to and supports your main point argument. 

· Complete this for each of your main points. When you have completed the exercise, you will have a total of minimum TWO main points, supported each by TWO examples from the play and TWO quotes from research. If you have to use additional paper, feel free to do so.
