An example given by Richardson is of a song that he sings and because a child knows part of the song you find him or her joining in and responding to it even thou it takes a little effort to do so but the structure of the music makes it easy to do so .The author concludes that many person on the autism spectrum shows increased interest  in music stimuli .making music therapy an excellent tool to facilitate achieving their social, cognitive ,communication or motor goals at the end of their entire session even though in some cases the benefits can be seen like almost immediately while in other cases observable benefits may not be seen until after a long term exposure to music therapy treatment.
The study will help me  shed light on my new topic in that it will help me on what to expect from the children with autism and on how they can be handled  in order for them to achieve their main objectives,

An extensive research has been conducted over the past decades over the strong interest and desires that the autism children have over the robots .Robotics has shown potential to encourage interaction with autism children. The research utilizes a case study approach (N=4), with children diagnosed with autism in music therapy sessions. A form of robot known as NAO was used in therapy for a minimum of 6 weeks which was designed in a way to give instructions to children on how to copy a certain dance move through a therapist and a song that was chosen. It was revealed that children copied the moves entirely through the whole session. It was beneficial to the therapist since they benefited from using the robot tool to decrease overworking themselves and concentrate in observing the children. 

The use of a robot as my new topic and how it help to shape the desired of children with autism has really empowered me and given me insight on how the teachers can reduce their work load by the use of the robots most especially in activities like dancing and therefore focusing their attention to the monitoring of the autistic children throughout the entire session and see on their progress.
