Outline 

i. Easy life 

a. Technology performs all functions for the people 
b. "But I thought that's why we bought this house, so we wouldn't have to do anything?"
ii. Disagreement 

a. Wendy and Peter feel that a trip to New York s full of fun while Lydia and George feel it is not a good idea 
b. We’ve given the children everything they ever wanted. Is this our reward-secrecy, disobedience?"
iii.  Dissatisfaction 

a. "You look as if you didn't know what to do with yourself in this house, either. You smoke a little more every morning and drink a little more every afternoon and need a little more sedative every night. You're beginning to feel unnecessary too
b. The children are not satisfied with their parents 

c. Lydia does not work and feels useless "Maybe I don't have enough to do. Maybe I have time to think too much
