However, The Economist’s use of these strategies is too subtle, while Kaminer’s use of the strategies allows her to make a more powerful and effective argument.

	Both Kaminer and The Economist use sarcastic language in order to show their audiences that security technologies might not be as effective in keeping them safe as they tend to believe. When explaining that innocent people might have their liberty invaded by facial recognition systems, Kaminer uses sarcastic language to show that people who are only guilty of being related to a criminal might be held and questioned for their “valuable knowledge” (2001, p.398). She also states that the systems would lead to normal people “setting off alarms in facial-recognition systems (should they ever work properly), which implies that she doesn’t expect them to ever work well” (2001, p.398). On the other hand, The Economist’s use of sarcastic language is more subtle than Kaminer’s…..
