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Socrates and Plato: In Political Thought 
Philosophers: Socrates and Plato

Socrates was a Greek philosopher and mostly importantly he was considered the father of western philosophy. His teachings mainly concentrated in how to live well and have a virtuous life. On the other hand, Plato was a student of Socrates and is one of the most important Greek philosophers in the world’s history. He founded the Academy of Athens, which mainly embarked on the research and instruction in sciences and philosophy. 
According to Socrates believed that soul is immortal and asserts that death is not the end of existence since it is only a separation of the soul from the body whereas his student Plato agrees that the soul is immortal and is separated from the body after one dies, Plato believed that the soul was eternal. According to him, the soul already exists before being joined to the body. Plato believes that after death, the soul sets up a house in another body thus calling the body a prison of the soul. In essence, dualism is the belief that existence and reality are normally divided into two parts. It is important that when we speak or think about humanity, these two: body and soul are identified to be one thing and when one dies the two are separated where the body goes into the soil while the soul goes back to the giver (Alice Van Harten, 2011).
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
