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Socrates was a Greek philosopher and most significantly he has measured the father of western philosophy. His teachings principally focused on how to live well and have an honorable life. On the other hand, Plato was a student of Socrates and is one of the most important Greek philosophers in the world’s history. He founded the Academy of Athens, which mainly boarded on the research and teaching in sciences and philosophy. This paper looks at both Socrates and Plato’s political thought and how they understood what politics was (Brickhouse, & Smith, 1994).


It is the elevation of knowledge on how to live a good and honorable life that in turn led Socrates to militate against the practices of bombast and ruling which animated the political institutions of Athens—the law-courts, Assembly, and Council. In its place he theorized the existence, or at least the probability, of political proficiency, claiming to be the one individual in Athens who at least tried to follow such an appropriate political technique (Nichols, 1987).


The idea of political understanding limited to one or a few specialists, as opposed to the entrenched and networked understanding formed and exercised by the whole demos of Athens in their rulings and considerations, struck at the central premises of Athenian democracy and those of Greek politics more in general. Thus, the nature of Socrates' anxiety with ethics directed him straight to a form of political philosophizing. The relation amid politics and understanding, the denotation of justice as a feature, the value of the military audacity which all Greek cities prized in their citizens, all appear to have been core topics of Socratic conversation  (Nichols, 1987).


Socrates termed democracy to be the best thing to being employed in the Greek’s land, and there will be a great impact on how people will be ruled and as well their relationship between them and their leaders. He as well termers himself as a loyal citizen who is willing to be convicted by any of the rules in his land and without hesitating he accepts the death punishment   (Nelson, 2015).


Plato, on the other hand, is Socrates student. The first intricate work of European political philosophy is the Republic of Plato, a masterwork of perception and feeling, excellently articulated in dialog form and possibly destined for presentation. Additional development of Plato’s ideas is commenced in his Statesman and Laws, the last recommending the brutal approaches whereby they might be forced (Barker, 2012).


Plato grew up throughout the great Peloponnesian War between Athens and Sparta and, like numerous political philosophers tried to find remedies for predominant political injustice and decline. He argued political leaders to be just and to follow all rules governing them (Huard, 2006
).
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
