FYS 112 02, 05, and 10 SR – Toward a Compassionate Society – Spring 2017 - Summary-and-Analysis Essay (Paper 1) – 10% of grade – 750-800 words. MLA format, please (we’ll discuss this in class)
Step 1: By the beginning of class on Monday, January 23, CAREFULLY read Maria L. Schantz’s article “Compassion: A Concept Analysis” in Nursing Forum 42.2 (2007): 48-55. Take notes, write in the margins (annotate in the text, if you are working on a tablet or computer). Be an active reader.
Step 2: By the beginning of class on Wednesday, February 1, write a summary and analysis essay with the following paragraphs:

I. Introduction which should both introduce and contain your THESIS:  Maria L. Schantz’s article “Compassion: A Concept Analysis” is useful to read in FYS 112 Toward A Compassionate Society  OR  is NOT useful to read in FYS 112 Toward a Compassionate Society because ….  (the “because” part will be developed from your three analysis paragraphs)
II. Summary of Maria L. Schantz’s article (keep your opinion of the article out of the summary: summarize only what Schantz has written) – Don’t forget to begin the summary with a signal phrase. The summary should be no more than two-thirds of a page.
III. First analysis paragraph (a regular body paragraph)
IV. Second analysis paragraph (a regular body paragraph)
V. Third analysis paragraph (a regular body paragraph)
VI. Conclusion (short!)

By what criteria will you analyze the article? Pick three from the following::
1) Does Schantz demonstrate the use of sources to support ideas in the writing?

2) Does she use appropriate and relevant content to develop ideas?

3) Does she use language that communicates meaning to the reader?

4) Does she articulate issues/problems to be considered critically in a manner that defines terms, explores ambiguities, determines boundaries and/or establishes backgrounds?

5) Does she acknowledge different sides of the issue?  Question some assumptions? Identify several relevant contexts when presenting a position?

6) Does Schantz distinguish between actions that are compassionate from actions that are not compassionate?

Once you have written your analysis paragraphs, you can look at the topic sentences and reverse engineer the thesis statement.

Peer Review on February 1:  Turn in a paper copy of the peer review version to Professor Thomas at the beginning of class on February 1, but also bring in 3 paper copies for the peer review. This complete peer-review version will allow your final version to be eligible to earn a grade of A or B.  If you choose not to turn in a peer review version, the final version will earn not more than a C+.  Really.
Revise, revise, revise. Edit, too.
Final version due in paper at the beginning of class on Monday, February 6. The Cyber version is due to turnitin.com by 11:59 p.m. on Monday, February 6.
