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Domestication of Wild Animals

Since the world was created, wildlife was the homeland for thousands of type of animals; many of those are extinct and other endangered species. Therefore, human societies have made efforts to prevent the extinction process to keep them live in the wild, following their laws of nature. However, there is a problem that has emerged from these efforts, which is the domestication of wild animals. That is, the process of adopting wild animals for human interests.
Recently, I went to Small County in Texas it calls Wichita Fall, to spend my vacation with one of my childhood friends. I had a great time during my stay there and everything was normal, except I noticed something that was a common practice within the city. More families were keeping wild animals as pets. I wasn’t overly surprised of seeing that, because I used to see as this kind of practice In Saudi Arabia, there are those individuals who prefer keeping pets such as snakes and wild camels. All families, whose kept wild animals as pets, had various reasons. 


The state had several restrictions on laws that restrict the domestication of wild animals. However, it seems that these policies have been ignored over the years as more people have taken up domesticating wild animals. Some of the most domesticated animals include wild cats, dogs, and some wild bird. Sometimes these animals wander away from their owners and threaten the local community. As a result, these animals turn aggressive and may cause some serious injuries to these people. Other families have started adopting young cubs and leopards, hoping that in time the wild animals will someway adapt similar features or characteristics as domestic animals. However, this has not been the case as wild animals have ended up retaining their natural characters. It is wrong to domesticate wild animals since it is illegal, unsafe and inhumane.
It’s undeniable that most baby wild animals are adorable. This is the main reason as to why many of neighbours keep wild animals. Some neighbours describe the process of domesticating wild animals as being exciting and interesting. However, all the neighbours over there in Wichita who I had discussion with them, forget one important thing. When all of these animals grow up, they become more dangerous, unpredictable and lethal. They fail to recognise the difference between the wild and domesticated habitat. Therefore, they end up affecting or attacking the human population causing more damage. According to my friend Raid, there were several incidences had happened in the neighbourhood in which these wild animals have ended up attacking their owners of their other neighbours. In one incident a young tiger attacked a ten-year-old boy causing him to have serious injuries and at the same time causing more arguments among members of the local community. In another incident, lions kept by some zoo owners in their homes. Suddenly, these scared lions started attacking the innocent people that had come to visit the zoo owner. Fortunately, most of the visitors escaped the place with some having minor injuries. This is an illustration of one of the few incidences that have been reported by the local community in Wichita Fall Taxes. 
The problem becomes worse when the animals reach adulthood. Further, any party hardly controls them and show high levels of aggressiveness. Moreover they have the ability to destroy anything that comes in their way whether livestock or human beings. Basically, living with wild animals that have been domesticated is dangerous practice. Wild animals are supposed to live in their natural habitat, instead of prison them. 
Further, federal laws in different states specifically outlaw keeping of animals in any domesticated setting. States such as Washington have made it clear that it is illegal for any individual in the state to have any wild animals that live in the natural habitat. Some animals that have been completely outlawed by the state include crows, squirrels, and the deer. However, there is a report released by Conservation Biology journal, certain residents who live in Washington State that these animals can be in possession of human beings while they are being transported to a licensed rehabilitation site for wild animals (Bush, Baker, & Macdonald, 2014). Also, there are several states that have strict policies when it comes to possession of wild animals. In all of those states that I searched through their civilian law; it is still illegal to provide shelter for any left and injured wild animals unless all parties have the proper licenses and permits. It is prohibited for any individual to own any animal that is considered to be exotic. Some animals classified as possibly dangerous include monkeys, venomous snakes and bears. Additionally, different states in the United States have varied rules and regulations relating to animal policies. 
Additionally, I have a strong believe that all animals are supposed to live in their required habitats. This way an environmental ecosystem will be created where all organisms can survive within the system.  Domestication led them to lose their value of being wild. There are several reasons as to why these animals are supposed to remain wild.  For instance, if all individuals in the entire society decided to domesticate one wild animal then the important functions they play in the ecosystem will become devoid and as a result, an imbalanced ecosystem will be created.  A good example that is seen on a daily basis involves those individuals who domesticate young cubs. These animals are fed on some products consumed by human being such as meat. In case, the number of cubs increases, the amount of meat fed to this animal will also increase. Consequently, more resources become consumed to take care of the wild animal.
Similarly, I believe that wild animals are supposed to be left to grow in their natural habitat where their population is controlled by the laws of natural selection. Further, these laws have ensured that these animals live for many years without necessarily being affected by any factor. However, the domestication of these wild animals is a clear sign at an intended practice that is aimed at redefining this animal from being wild to domestic. My grandparent believed that the animals that were domesticated by humans in the earlier century did numerous benefits for them. For example, human beings domesticated cats because they had the ability to keep of rodents that were a threat to numerous harvests. Conversely, human being provided shelter and food to them. At this time, the processes of domesticating wild animals dose not have any benefit to the human being.
In fact, wild animals generally create a danger to the people living around you. The owner of the wild animal might develop a relationship with the animal, but the same case cannot be said about the other neighbours who may see the animal as a threat to their life. For instance, if my neighbour keeps a cub as a pet, I would not consider it as a domesticated animal. I will always distinguish the animal as being wild and would therefore not want any interaction between the wild animal and me. In case, I come face to face with the animal I might even consider running away because I have grown up in a family that identifies wild animals as being dangerous.             I might not be the only person in the society with such a view about wild animals. It may sometimes mean that the individual keeping the animal is necessarily creating a barrier between themselves and the society since people live in constant fear of being attacked by the wild animal.
Finally, wild animals transmit different diseases to either the human or to other animals surrounding them. This set of animals come from a different environment and has been exposed to different diseases in the wild setting. Some disease can be readily transferred from wild animal to human beings. Since most of these diseases are unknown within the human setting the management of such a disease becomes close to impossible. Some diseases spread by wild animals have high transmission rates in the process affecting entire societies provided the wild animals are in touch with the human population. 
In occlusion, Human being dose not need to domestic animals that are already used to living a different environment. It is inhumane to force animals that have been living in a given environmental setting to adapt to certain features not associated with the wild. Wild animals are supposed to live in the wild, following their laws of nature. This way they will be able to exist independently without being affected by any environmental condition. Therefore, the ecosystem becomes stable and it can exist for long times.
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
